REOPENING GUIDELINES

PHASE 2- Establishments must either implement the following mandatory

requirements, or close.

NEW in Phase 2

- Occupancy limited to no more than 30% of the lowest occupancy load
on the certificate of occupancy while maintaining 10 feet of separation
between equipment

Total number of attendees (including participants and instructors) in all
classes cannot exceed the lesser of the 30% of the minimum occupancy
load or 50 people

Screen patrons for COVID-19 symptoms prior to admission to facility, to
include asking if they are currently experiencing symptoms

Allows opening of basketball courts and racquetball courts provided patrons
maintain ten feet of physical distancing; swimming pools may open for lap
swimming, diving, exercise and instruction only

REOPENING GUIDELINES

Carryover from Phase 1

- Post signage at the entrance that states no one with a fever or symptoms
of COVID-19, or known exposure in the prior 14 days, is permitted inside

Provide hand sanitizing stations, including at the
entrance/exit and where shared fitness equipment
is utilized

Clean & disinfect shared equipment after each use

Prohibits use of any equipment that cannot be
disinfected between uses (ex. climbing rope, exercise
bands, etc.)

Personal trainers must maintain at least ten feet of distance
between themselves and their clients

Employees working in customer-facing areas are required to
wear face coverings

No use of hot tubs, spas, saunas, splash pads, spray pools, and
interactive play features
